  Father, Forgive Them 

Every time I read Christ’s appeal to His Father in Luke 
23:34, I’m deeply moved. I’m moved because those words 
are powerful. They’re compassionate. And they’re unex-
pected. 

To truly grasp the significance of His plea, we must take 

ourselves back to the cross and picture what He was endur-
ing. Imagine what you would feel toward your persecutors if 
subjected to the same harsh punishment. 

Jesus had been falsely accused, mocked, and spat upon. 
He was whipped near the point of death and covered in His 
own blood. Then, without respite, He was forced to carry 
His own cross to Golgotha. 

Roman soldiers savagely drove iron spikes through our 
Lord’s hands and feet while many jeered and laughed. As He 
hung on the cross, simply drawing a breath exerted pressure 
on the nail wounds, causing excruciating pain. 

Christ’s agony and humiliation were unconscionable. Yet, 

He had love and compassion for His tormentors. 

“Father, forgive them, for they know not what they do.” 

The act of forgiveness is a running theme throughout 
God’s Word. Many Scriptures tell us that we all need for-
giveness. But, just as importantly, we’re instructed to forgive 
others. 

In His teachings, Jesus often emphasized the importance 

of forgiveness. “For if you forgive men their trespasses, 
your heavenly Father will also forgive you.” (Matt. 6:14 
NKJV) 

Can you forgive those who’ve hurt your feelings or have 
done you harm? There’s no better time than now.
