HOLINESS

The apostle Peter writes: “But as He who called you [is] holy, you
also be holy in dll [your] conduct, because it is written, ‘Be holy,
for I am holy” (1 Peter 1:15-16). Have you ever been accused of
being holy? The Hebrew writer says: “Pursue peace with all
[people], and holiness, without which no one will see the
Lord” (Heb. 12:14). Holiness is a very high standard. Holiness is
what God is. Listen to these heavenly creatures: “Above it stood
seraphim; each one had six wings: with two he covered his face,
with two he covered his feet, and with two he flew. And one
cried to another and said: ‘Holy, holy, holy [is] the LORD of hosts;
The whole earth [is] full of His glory!” (Isa. 6:2-3).

Only a holy church worships a holy God. And, only holy people
evangelize. If you're not holy, stay out of evangelism. Listen to Je-
sus scold the religious leaders: “Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees,
hypocrites! For you travel land and sea to win one proselyte, and
when he is won, you make him twice as much a son of hell as
yourselves” (Matt. 23:15). Only holy people can do holy work.

Christians are set apart. A Christian doesn’t belong to Satan or
himself, he belongs to God. We need holy hunger in order to be
God'’s holy people. Strive for holiness!

The word “holy” appears 600 times in the Bible.
Three questions:

1. Do we have aright to be happy? No!
2. Do we have aright to be healthy? No!
3. Do we have aright to be holy? Yes!
