We often say those words to a brother or sister in need when
wrapping up a phone call or visit. After all, the Bible instructs us
to take care of our Christan family. And Jesus clearly
exemplified that role many, many times.

Those six words certainly sound noble enough. They
demonstrate our willingness to sacrifice personal time and
resources to come to the aid of members of our flock.

But, it's a trap! Using that seemingly benevolent phrase is
precisely the Adversary’s cunning way of convineing us that
we've “checked the box” as a faithful Christian who has helped
our brethren. Past tense.

Why is it a trap? Because it's an empty string of words. Our
offer to help too often never actually translates into help. To put
it bluntly, we haven’t helped at all! It's no more than a copout.

A better approach is to ask, “how can I help you?” Everyone
has doctor’s appointments. Everyone needs food for their table.
Many have special needs like home maintenance or yard work
or errands, etc., etc.

Of course, this attitude demands that we know our brethren
by forging solid relationships and, just as importantly,
anticipating their needs. We are particularly commanded to
tend to our family’s needs. Our sick. Our disadvantaged. Our
elderly. Our widows and widowers.

That is exactly what Christ’s church is about! How can we
expect to obey Christ’s mission to evangelize the world if we
don’t first take care of our own?
