(1 John 2:15-17) 

 
Love not the world… (1 John 2:15). 
 

The world that is under Satan’s control. That system which lures us 
away from God by appealing to the cravings of our bodies. Satan will 
use the world to appeal to the cravings we have. 
 

Remember Achan? Joshua 7. “When I saw among the spoils a 
beautiful Babylonian garment, two hundred shekels of silver, and 
a wedge of gold weighing fifty shekels, I coveted them and took 
them.” 
 

Love not the world. We’re to love God, one another, our enemies, but 
not the world. Love is for God and people, not the world or things in 
the world. Our love for God can be misdirected. We can love the 
wrong things. Satan is a master at misdirecting our affection (Matt. 
6:24). 
 

For all that is in the world is the lust of the flesh, lust of the eyes and 
the pride of life. These same devices trapped Eve in the garden of 
Eden. Worldliness creeps up on a believer. Worldliness can cause us 
to become conformed to the world. Christians are encouraged to not 
put our tent pegs too deep into this world. 

 

Keep in mind that the world is passing away (1 John 2:17). 
 

Many are living for a world that will soon 
pass away. If you doubt this truth, then I invite you to take a trip to te  
city dump. Observe the mounds of rotting garbage. See what others 
have discarded; many of the items are things you’ve worked hard for. 
Watch them burn. Let the stench pass through your nostrils. That is 
the future of this world (2 Pet. 3:10-13). 

 

Do the will of God (1 John 2:17). 
 

What is the will of God? We don’t need to scratch our heads wonder-
ing what the will of God is. See 2 Tim. 3:16-17. The will of God is 
clearly stated in the Word of God. It is God’s will that we walk in the 
light as He is in the light.
