Even though another Father’s Day is now behind us, | want to continue to think about the role
played by godly parents when it comes to raising faithful children. It is no real secret that churches
around the globe are losing their young people once they graduate from high school (cf. Why They
Left by Flavil Yeakley or You Lost Me by David Kinnaman). What s causing this? What can be done?

Kinnaman has written, “The dropout problem is, at its core, a faith-development problem; to
use religious language, it’s a disciple-making problem. The church is not adequately preparing the
next generation to follow Christ faithfully in a rapidly changing culture.” To this | would add that it is
our homes that are not adequately preparing the next generation!

Daniel Howell has come up with a short list of things that we as parents can do that may actu-
ally contribute to our children losing their faith and leaving the church. Obviously we understand
that all humans are autonomous creatures with the power of freewill and nobody can choose the
destiny of another, but the actions (or non-actions) of parents greatly influence their children. Some
of the ways we encourage our kids to leave the church could be the following:

1. Make other things a priority over church assemblies and functions. Be sure that you are giving
your child the impression that there are some things that are more important than assembling
with the church if they are “big” enough. Be sure the church comes second to some things.
These things include (but are not limited to) sporting events, vacations, family get-togethers,
and even some forms of working. Only doing this occasionally is sufficient to get the point
across to your child. Better yet, cut out Bible class entirely and only come for Sunday morning
worship.

2. Don’t talk about God, Jesus, or the church when you are at home or in the car. Keep your lips
sealed when it comes to spiritual matters. Don’t ask and don’t tell.

3. When you do talk, be sure to complain and nitpick as much as possible. Complain about the
preacher, his sermons, the elders, the deacons, the singing, the song selection, the Bible class,
the Bible class teacher, the Bible class materials, young kids, older people, and any other Chris-
tian who is different from yourself. Never give your child the impression that you are apprecia-
tive of the church, or that you respect those who serve it. Never be satisfied. Be sure to plant
the seed of dissatisfaction in your child’s mind.

4. Indulge your child’simmaturity. Despite the fact that they have yet to develop a real concept of
the value of a dollar, give them full control when it comes to their most valuable asset: their
soul. Even though they might want to eat pizza and French fries for every meal, let them make
every soul-affecting decision for themselves. If they don’t want to do “it,” don’t make them do
“it.” This applies to all aspects of participation, including Bible class, worship, and even (for the
boys) leading worship. Make attendance optional, with no consequences.

Obviously, no conscientious Christian parent wants to contribute to their child’s lack of faith
which leads to their “dropping out” of the church. However, our actions (or lack thereof) and deci-
sions have eternal ramifications and consequences. | appreciate Daniel sharing this tongue-in-cheek
list with us to serve as a reminder that we must be intentional about our Christian lives. Let us make
God our life and love! Let us share that love with everyone around us—especially our children!
