What does the New Testament say about Judas Iscariot? Judas 
shows up in all 4 gospels and Acts. The New Testament paints a 
clear but tragic picture. Here’s what we are told: 
 
1. Who was Judas? He is one of Jesus’ twelve disciples, the one 

who betrayed Him (Matt. 10:4). He was chosen by Jesus Him-
self (Lu. 6:13). He healed, preached and cast out demons with 
the other 11 (Matt. 10:1-4). 

2. Judas was treasurer and a thief (John 12:6). He helped himself 
to the money in the bag. He acted like the bag was his wallet. 

3. Iscariot means “man of Kerioth,” a town in Judea. He was the 
only Judean among the disciples. 

4. What Judas did: He agreed to betray Jesus for thirty pieces of 
silver (Matt. 6:14-16). This betrayal fulfills Zech. 11:12-13. 

5. He identified Jesus with a kiss (Matt. 26:47-49). Jesus said to 
Judas, “You betray the Son of Man with a kiss?” That had to 
hurt. 

6. He felt remorse but never repented (Matt. 27:3-5). He returned 
the money and committed suicide (Acts 1:16-20). 

7. What Jesus said about Judas: Jesus said he was a devil (John 
6:70-71). He called him the son of perdition (John 17:12). 

8. The big lesson: Sin starts small and grows. He started stealing 
from the bag (John 12:6). That opened the door for Satan to 
enter into him (Lu. 22:3). The Hebrew writer warns against the 
deceitfulness of sin (Heb. 3:13). Sin starts small, then gradually 
takes over our life. We start committing greater sins. We 
think we might be incapable of committing big sins. I’m sure 
Judas thought the same thing. Look where sin took him. Sin 
will take you farther than you want to go. It will keep you 
longer than you want to stay. It will cost you more than you’re 
willing to pay. Check sin in your life before it destroys you.
